Examples of Eligible Practices 
& Payment Rates 

(new practice/applied on new acreage): 
Cover crop - $126/acre  

Compost - $50/dry ton 

Hedgerow - $8.58/foot  

Prescribed grazing on pasture - $22/acre 

Some of the other 25+ eligible practices:  
No-till or reduced till; Prescribed grazing; 

 Mulching; Wind breaks ; Silvopasture; 

Forage/biomass plantings: Filter strips; 

Riparian plantings; Crop rotations and more 

 

Special Consideration May be Given To: 
- Projects with matching funds from 

programs like USDA's NRCS EQIP 

- Socially disadvantaged farmers/ranchers 

- Projects providing benefits to/located 

within disadvantaged  and low-income 

communities
